Mifuné is an eight-piece 
Cleveland outfit that delivers an explosive mix of Nigerian afro-beat, electronic texture, heavy 
groove, and polyrhythmic layers that they call "Afro-Electronique." If that weren’t enough, The 
Huron High School Marching Band Drumline will start things off with a bang.
